	Lifting of Scaffold Tubes

	A recent incident has occurred involving the lifting of scaffold poles which resulted in approx 35, 6.3m scaffold poles falling 16m to the ground. 

This was a result of the load being incorrectly slung with lifting chains by an unqualified person working under the direction of a banksman.
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The correct method of lifting scaffold poles and boards is to use double wrapped webbing slings as indicated in the photographs below, and for the slinging of the load only to be carried out by a competent trained person. 

The slinging of scaffold materials with chains is prohibited.
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Please ensure that this is effectively communicated to all relevant personnel on site and regularly check that this is being followed on site
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
